THE REV. DR. HART '66 SPEAKS 

ON CREEDS. 

"The Creed and Its Obligations" was 
the subject of a lecture by the Rev. Dr. 
Samuel Hart, Trinity '66 and for many 
years an honored member of our 
Faculty, of Berkeley Divinity school, 
Tuesday" evening, January 12th, under 
the auspices of the Seabury club, which 
has arranged a series of four lectures 
on religious topics. 

Dr. Hart traced the history of the 
Apostles' creed and of the Nicene creed, 
used in the baptismal and communion 
services, respectively. That there must 
have been a creed from the first the . 
speaker was sure and he quoted pass­
ages from St. Paul to prove his state­
ment, showing that their formation was 
creed like. 

In regard to additions made to the 
Apostles' creed, Dr. Hart said that the 
three last were those "descended into 
Hell," "the communion of saints," and 
"Maker of Heaven and earth." These 
were made a part of the creed when 
the church learned that the)l were true 
and necessary: 

The question of whether the son of 
God was 'One with the father was 
raised at the Council of Nicrea, and 
the church protested that there had 
been only one godhead from the begin­
ning. The baptismal creed is the old 
creed of the Greek church as the com­
munion creed is that of the church of 
Jerusalem. Their purpose is not to 
debar men from, but to prepare them 
for admission to the Christian church. 

Dr. Hart thought there was no pos­
sibility of any addition to the creed 
now for he believed the church had 
learned what it is necessary for her 
to teach. The creed is a statement of 
great facts indisputable and of benefit 
to church people as a great hymn of 
praise. As the creed contains the great 
truths in our belief it is to be held to 
and we must be honest in holding to it. 

The fourth lecture of the series will 
be delivered on February 12th by Pro­
fessor Merrill. His subject is to be 
"The Church and State in the First 
Century."
