Recently an invitation was re-
ceived from the New England Inter-
collegiate Tennis Association to once
more send representatives to the annual
tournament.

Buchanan ‘o9 and L. G. Harriman ’o9,
was appointed to look into the matter
and report at the meeting yesterday.

Harriman ’o9 reported for the commit-
tee.

I. T. A. for re-admission to the associa-
tion.

BASEBALL BREEZES.

A Few Prelimipary Facts.

Baseball practice has been going on
regularly out-of-doors for the last few
days, and with the advent of warm
weather the men are putting more snap
into the work. Coach Murphy, assisted
by Howard Buckley, has kept the squad
jumping all the time and if the weather
remains pleasant regular infield work
and perhaps scrub games will be the
plan for this Week. The material is
showing good form considering the fact
that most of the work has been done
on the soggy turf of the outfield, for
the reason that as yet the diamond it-
self is little better than a clay bank. It
is desirable, however, that a larger
squad turn out for practice, for up to
this time there have not been enough
out to make up two good teams, and
besides this, some of the regular can-
didates have been irregular at showing
up, something that should be remedied
immediately.

The most encouraging thing about
the work thus far is the work of the
men at battery practice, several long
drives being torn off Saturday by dif-
ferent members of the squad, especially
Xanders, Woodle and Olssen. The ex-
cellent fielding of Abbey and N. H. Gil-
dersleeve has been a daily feature, while
Woodle is rapidly getting his pitching
arm unlimbered. If the elements re-
main propitious it will pay the mem-
bers of the college body to watch prac-
tice, as some fast work is likely to be
seen this week.

WESLEYAN’SNEW PRESIDENT.

The name of the Rev. Dr. S. Parkes
Cadman, pastor of the Central Congre-
gational Church of Brooklyn, N. Y., has
been suggested as a possible successor
to President Bradford P. Raymond as
President of Wesleyan University. Dr.
Cadman admits that he has been ap-
proached by a committee from that in-
stitution but says that the matter is
still unsettled.

In many ways Dr. Cadman is emi-
nently fitted for the position. He is an
Englishman by birth and is a graduate
of the University of London.

Before going to Brooklyn he was the
head of the Methodist Metropolitan
Temple in New York. The result. of
Dr. Cadman’s decision is being eagerly
awaited by the friends of the college.

GEORGE B. VELTE TRAINED
BEEBE.

- Harold B. Beebe, the young athiete
of St. Mark’s School, Southboro, Mass.,
who recently created a new world’s rec-
ord of 9 feet, 812 inches for the run-
ning high kick, in the annual games of
St. Mark’s School, was trained for the
event by George B. Velte, a former
Hartford boy, who for several years
was physical instructor at Trinity Col-
lege in this city. Mr. Velte is physical
instructor at the school, a position he
has held for the past three years. Young
Beebe, the new record holder, is 18
years old, six feet, two inches in height
and weighs 170 pounds. Beebe is also
a friend of Alfred Howell 11, who grad-
uated from St. Mark’s last year.

INTER-COLLEGIATE NOTES.

The Princeton University athletic ex-
ecutive committee has voted to with-
draw the basketball team from the in-
tercollegiate league. The regular sched-
ule, exclusive of league games, will be
played.

The University of Pennsylvania bas
ketball team won 22 out of 25 games
the past season, losing only to Wes-
leyan and the Second Signal Corps of
Brooklyn. Tt won all its eight matches
in the intercollegiate league, scoring
244 points to opponents’ 134. Capt-elect
Keinath led the league with 113 points.
Pennsylvania’s team was well balanced,
and there was no weak spot at any
pesition.

The Harvard Crimson has under-
taken to conduct a course of instructive
lecrures on journalizit and newspaper
work during the spring months. [or
the first lecture Norman Hapgood, Har
vard ‘9o, editor of Collier’s Weekly, has
been secured to speak on “Opportunities
in Journalism.” The lecture will be
given in the dining-room of the Union
on Monday evening, April 6th.

The Ambherst baseball squad will leave
Thursday for their first southern trip
of the season. Twelve players will be
taken along and Friday and Saturday
they will play Washington and Lee.

The Springfield Training School
soccer team defeated the Princeton
team recently by a score of 3 to o at
Princeton. Springfield has won from
Harvard, Yale and Princeton this sea-
son.

Ambherst College has received a gift
of $95,000 left by the will of the late
D. Willis James, the use of which is
unrestricted. No plans have yet been
made as to how it shall be used. Pre-
vious to his death he gave the college
$110,000, considerable land and made
possible the erection of the new ob-
servatory.

This makes a total of $210,000 minus
the inheritance tax of $5,000 in addition
to land and buildings.

FEWER INTERCOLLEGIATE
CONTESTS IN THE FUTURE.

Commenced a Year Ago at Trinity—
Harvard Falls Into Line.

The following is “from a recent ex-
change and marks one of the greatest
steps ever taken in college sports. From
all appearances athletics are at last to
assume proper proportions with the re-
mainder of college life. It will be re-
called that Trinity has been at work
decreasing the number of intercollegiate
contests for over a year now. The
exchange says:i—

“After a prolonged and stormy meet-
ing, lasting until midnight, the Harvard
faculty at Cambridge voted Friday night
to instruct the Harvard athletic com-
mittee to reduce the number of inter-
collegiate athletic contests at the uni-
versity. The meeting was held behind
closed doors and it is believed that the
decision was not reached until after
considerable discussion. When the meet-
ing adjourned the following statement
was given out: ‘The Harvard faculty,
believing that the present frequency of
intercollegiate games is injurious to the
scholarly interests of which it has
charge, urgently recommend to the com-
mittee on the regulation of athletic
sports at Harvard that it shall seek by
means of an agreement with competing
colleges or otherwise, to reduce consid-
erably in the coming year its program
of intercollegiate contests.’”

Although the future outcome is prob-
lematical, it is generally believed at
Harvard University that the vote of the
faculty to reduce the number of inter-
collegiate contests will have no effect
whatever upon any of the matches ar-
ranged for this academic year. The
baseball schedule for this spring has
been completed and includes 27 games.

Two swimming matches were held
recently. Princeton defeated Yale 34
to 19 and Harvard defeated Columbia
by a score of 27 to 26. In the latter
meet the last event decided the victory.
Two intercollegiate records were broken
in the Yale-Princeton match. Yale

securing one honor and Princeton the
other.

The Americans had a decided advant-
age Saturday night when play in the
cable chess match between teams rep-
resenting Columbia, Harvard, Yale,
Princeton, Cornell, Brown and Penn-
sylvania was adjourned.

Four games had then been decided,
of these the Americans had won two,
lost one and drawn one giving them a
score of 21-2 to 11-2 for their British
opponents.

The baseball game between Yale and
New York University scheduled for last
Saturday was cancelled on account of
the poor condition of the Yale field.

The Yale gun club recently defeated
the Crescent Athletic Club of Brooklyn
in New Haven by a total of 402 points
to 398 points.

By winning nine points in the fourth
annual intercollegiate wrestling match,
Yale secured first place. Pennsylvania
was second with six points. Princeton
and Cornell were tied for third place
with three points each. Columbia did
not score.
