ERNEST DE KOVEN LEFFING­

WELL, '95, RETURNS TO 

CIVILIZATION. 

Spent a Year Alone. 

Ernest De Koven Leffingwell, '95, 
has recently returned from the Arctic 
regions. He went on the Mikkelson­
Leffingwell expedition, organized three 
years ago by Captain Mikkelson, to 
hunt for a frozen continent in the un­
tracl<ed sea north of the coast of 
Alaska. 

Leffingwell was the last man of this 
expedition to return to civilization, the 
others having left nearly two years ago 
to make maps and surveys of a prev­
iously tmmapped land. Leffingwell de­
sired to remain alone and make further 
explorations. For a year or more he 
was quartered in a but made from the 
wreck of the Duchess of Bedford, the 
expedition's ship. The nearest inhabit­
ed place was about 300 miles west­
ward. As a result of his lonesome stay, 
Mr. Leffingwell has made a map of the 
no1·thern coast of Alaska for about 200 
miles. 

The only people seen while he was 
alone were a family of Eskimos, and 
later on, two white prospectors. Mr. 
Leffingwell describes the natives of the 
northern coast of Alaska as resembling 
the Eskimo more than any other tribal 
division, there is also a resemblance in 
their customs and language. They 
know nothing of the United States, or 
that they ·a-re u~der its dominion. 

It is the intention of Mr. Leffingwell 
to return to t'he Alaskan coast to com­
plete his work there. He will go inde­
pendently in a boat of his own, some­
time during the ensuing year.
