It has been more or less generally
known for some time that Prof. John
J. McCook has been collecting a large
sum of money for the benefit of the
college, but to-day the “Tripod” pub-
lishes the first public statement of his
efforts and his success.

The necessity of endowment

continued increase on the size of the
college. In the last seven years, the
number of students here has just
doubled. The increase of the college

income received from the tuition fees
of these men did not nearly meet the
increase of expenses they brought upon
the college. A deficit immediately ap-
peared which it became necessary to
meet. For the last five years this has
been done by a subscription among the
alumni, which has aggregated nearly
$45,000.00 or an average of between
$8,000.00 and $9,000.00 a year. Various
other methods of permanently meeting
this deficit were tried without success;
and at last the Board of Trustees de-
termined to take a decided action re-
garding it

Therefore at a meeting held October
31, 1908, the Trustees voted the follow-
ing motion:

Voted: That Professor John J. Mec-
Cook be and hereby is authorized on
behalf of the Trustees to undertake to
raise funds for the college with all
the powers required therefor, and that
he be relieved from his duties as pro-
fessor while so occupied, and further

Voted: That the Trustees hereby
pledge him their hearty support and
co-operation therein.

Dr. McCook gladly took up the re-
sponsibility thus placed upon him, but
declined to give up his regular work
as a professor and likewise to accept
any compensation
increased labor and trouble.

In November Dr. McCook addressed
letters to all the alumni and to those
who hold honorary degrees from this
college asking them to subscribe to the
Permanent Endowment fund of the
college. The subscription was begun by
the Rev. Francis Goodwin and Mr. J.
J. Goodwin who subscribed $25,000.00
each. A friend, whose name is with-
held, gave $100,000.00 conditionally;
Mr, W. G. Mather, of Cleveland, Ohio,
$50,000.00; Mr. George Howell, $50,-
000.00; Mr. Wm. P. Clyde, $25,000.00;
Mr. W. G. Boardman $10,000.00; Dr.
Henry Fergerson, $5,000.00; Rev. J. T.
Huntington, $5,000.00. Smaller sub-
scriptions amounted to $61,710. A list
of these subscribers will be published
later.

This makes a sum total of $356,710.00
subscribed; of this over $139,000.00 has
already been paid, while $164,900.00 is-
given on condition that an aggregate
sum of $500,000.00 be raised.

INAUGURATION.OF HARVARD'S
NEW PRESIDENT.

Professor Abbott Lawrence Lowell
was inaugurated president of Harvard
University on Thursday last in the
“Yard” of the university in the pres-
ence of one of the most distinguished
gatherings of educators which the
country has ever seen. Most of the
colleges and schools in the country
were represented and Trinity faculty
was represented by President Luther,
and Proiessor Babitt.

The exercises in connection with the
inauguration were brief consisting of
the inaugural address of {he new presi-
dent which was the only speech of any
length, a Latin oration by an under-
graduate, the proclaiming of the presi-
dent by John D. Long, president of the
board of overseers and President Low-
During the inaugura-
tion ceremonies a telegram was re-
ceived from Adolphus Busch of St
Louis announcing the increase of the
fund for the Germanic. Museum from
$100,000 to $150,000.

The ceremonies were preceded by a
parade to the Yard, which was of great
length. A band was in the lead. The
overseers of the university followed,
then followed all of the officers and
guests in a long and impressive line.

At
the conclusion of prayer, ex-Governor
Long proclaimed the new president and
handed over the charter, the university
seal, and the key symbolic of his stew-
ardship.
